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Abstract. While the concept of a number is arguably the origin of mathematical thought, seem-
ingly simple questions about whole numbers (and ratios thereof) have led to the development

of sophisticated and intricate mathematical structures, whose mysterious properties continue to
puzzle and delight mathematicians today. In this talk, we will discuss historical developments in

the concept of a number as well as contemporary perspectives and questions.
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
